Abstract

Sekikawa-mura is situated at the northern part of Niigata prefecture.
This district consists mainly of -Paleozoics and “Ogawa ” type granite which intrudes the

former.

The wollastonite deposits occur in the skarn zone in Paleozoics associated with quartz,

calcite, garnet, diopside, epidote etc.

They show lenticular or vein-like shape, and are so small that they have scarcely any

economic value.
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
